Think Layering

| have probably received this urban legend by e-mail at least once a
weak since May 2003 when it firsl began o circulate the Internst, 1t
asserts that lead 15 a cancer causing agent and is contained in certain
brands of lipsticks. It goes on 1o say:

Herg js a test you can do yourself: Fut some lipstick on your hand,
Lisg a 24K-T4K gold ring fo scratch on the lipstick. If the fpstick color
changas {o bigck then youw know the lipstick containg lead.

It's time to put this false assertion to rest.

The streaks that supposedly show the presence of lead are dark
marks produced by the lesting agent itsell. Gold, silver, copper and
pewter all leave marks when they're rubbad against anything, You can
sea it more against a colored background like lipstick. Try it on white
paper and you'll get a grey mark, (vou'll need a strong light for these
tasts.)

The FDA monitors potential risks from lead very carefully,. FD&C dyes
which can contain parts per million of heavy metals are tested
exhaustively by the FDA. Al manufacturers must submil every batch of
FD&ET dyes to the FDA for certification.  There has never been a single
casa of lead poisoning through lipstick use,
